ORDINARY PEOPLE - THE QUIET ONES

NOTES |
Matthew 10:2-4 English Standard Version (ESV)

The names of the twelve apostles are these: first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew
his brother; James the son of Zebedee, and John his brother; Philip and Bartholomew;
Thomas and Matthew the tax collector; James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus;

Simon the Zealot, and Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him.

Mark 3:13-19 (ESV)

And he went up on the mountain and called to him those whom he desired, and they
came to him. And he appointed twelve (whom he also named apostles) so that they
might be with him and he might send them out to preach and have authority to cast out
demons. He appointed the twelve: Simon (to whom he gave the name Peter); James the
son of Zebedee and John the brother of James (to whom he gave the name Boanerges,
that is, Sons of Thunder); Andrew, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and
Thomas, and James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus, and Simon the Zealot, and

Judas Iscariot, who betrayed him.



Luke 6:12-16 (ESV)

In these days he went out to the mountain to pray, and all night he continued in prayer
to God. And when day came, he called his disciples and chose from them twelve, whom
he named apostles: Simon, whom he named Peter, and Andrew his brother, and James
and John, and Philip, and Bartholomew, and Matthew, and Thomas, and James the son
of Alphaeus, and Simon who was called the Zealot, and Judas the son of James, and

Judas Iscariot, who became a traitor.

1 Corinthians 12:12-26 (ESV)

For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the body,
though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. For in one Spirit we were all baptized
into one body—Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and all were made to drink of one Spirit.
For the body does not consist of one member but of many. If the foot should say,
“Because | am not a hand, | do not belong to the body,” that would not make it any less
a part of the body. And if the ear should say, “Because | am not an eye, | do not belong to
the body,” that would not make it any less a part of the body. If the whole body were an
eye, where would be the sense of hearing? If the whole body were an ear, where would
be the sense of smell? But as it is, God arranged the members in the body, each one of
them, as he chose. If all were a single member, where would the body be? As it is, there

are many parts, yet one body.

The eye cannot say to the hand, “I have no need of you,” nor again the head to the feet, “I
have no need of you.” On the contrary, the parts of the body that seem to be weaker are
indispensable, and on those parts of the body that we think less honorable we bestow
the greater honor, and our unpresentable parts are treated with greater modesty, which
our more presentable parts do not require. But God has so composed the body, giving
greater honor to the part that lacked it, that there may be no division in the body, but
that the members may have the same care for one another. If one member suffers, all

suffer together; if one member is honored, all rejoice together.

Luke 22:54-62 (ESV)
Then they seized him and led him away, bringing him into the high priest’'s house, and
Peter was following at a distance. And when they had kindled a fire in the middle of

the courtyard and sat down together, Peter sat down among them. Then a servant girl,



seeing him as he sat in the light and looking closely at him, said, “This man also was with
him.” But he denied it, saying, “Woman, | do not know him.” And a little later someone
else saw him and said, “You also are one of them.” But Peter said, “Man, | am not.” And
after an interval of about an hour still another insisted, saying, “Certainly this man also
was with him, for he too is a Galilean.” But Peter said, “Man, | do not know what you are
talking about.” And immediately, while he was still speaking, the rooster crowed. And the
Lord turned and looked at Peter. And Peter remembered the saying of the Lord, how he
had said to him, “Before the rooster crows today, you will deny me three times.” And he

went out and wept bitterly.

IMPLICATIONS

1. Even if you don’t feel like you can influence thousands, you still have a role
in the Kingdom of God.

2. One reason Life Groups are so important is that they give everyone an
opportunity to be heard.

3. We must be careful not to let our church traditions get in the way of God'’s
work in the world.

4. Accepting God’s forgiveness is critical to our success as disciples.
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
