NOTES | 5.16.21
Matthew 28:18-20 New International Version (NIV)

Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given 

to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of 

the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything 

I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

Matthew 3:13-17 | NIV

Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to be baptized by John. But John tried to deter 

him, saying, “I need to be baptized by you, and do you come to me?” Jesus replied, “Let it be 

so now; it is proper or us to do this to fulfill all righteousness.” Then John consented. As soon 

as Jesus was baptized, he went up out of the water. At that moment heaven was opened, 

and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting on him. And a voice from 

heaven said, “This is my Son, whom I love; with him I am well pleased.”

Romans 6:3-5 English Standard Version (ESV) 

For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united 

with him in a resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him in 

order that the body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be 

enslaved to sin. For the one who has died has been set free from sin. Now if we have 

died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being 

raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. For 

the death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to God. So you 

also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

1.	 Baptism is non-negotiable when we give our lives to Jesus.

2.	 Baptism is a participation in God’s story - from past to present, and on to 

the future.

3.	 When we get baptized, we leave one community and enter into another.

4.	 As Christians we are called to live up to our baptism.
